Those who receive parish offering envelopes in the mail will find one for this Thursday, May 26, labeled
Ascension. The Bishops of New Jersey recently approved a permanent change, which has been in effect in
most of the country for many years, to transfer this celebration to what would otherwise be the 7t Sunday of
Easter (next Sunday), so more people would be present at Mass for this observance. Please bring both your
Ascension envelope and your regular Sunday envelope to Mass next weekend.

May 26t is actually the feast of St. Philip Neri, and also marks my 49t Ordination Anniversary as well as that
of our recently deceased former pastor, Msgr. George Trabold. To commemorate the occasion, I invite you to
join me for a Memorial Mass for Msgr. Trabold on Thursday, May 26th at 9:00am, giving thanks to God for
the priestly ministry that both he and I have been able to exercise, a large part of which were among you here
at St. John's.

Reflection on Today’s Scripture Readings

Forming a community is never easy. This is true whether the community is made up of family members, citizens, or believers.
Diversity can both enrich and divide. Jewish Christians were soon joined by Gentile believers. The church in Jerusalem was joined
by the church in Antioch. While the Gentile Christians questioned whether they had to accept all the Jewish traditions and customs,
Jewish Christians feared they would lose what had given them their identity.

Today’s reading from Acts witnesses to the role of the Holy Spirit in helping to navigate a way through these sensitive issues. The
leaders of the church in Jerusalem send a letter to the church in Antioch, proclaiming that the decision they reached came not just
from human wisdom, but from working with the Holy Spirit.

Such testimony to the role of the Holy Spirit is also found in the Gospel of John. At the Last Supper, Jesus tells his disciples that the
Holy Spirit will come from the Father and “teach you everything and remind you of all that I told you” (John 14:26). Because of this
promise, we can have confidence that God will not abandon us. Indeed, the Trinity comes to dwell with those faithful to Jesus’ word.
When we gather to celebrate the Eucharist, we call on the Holy Spirit both to open our minds to Jesus’ word and to transform bread
and wine so that we become more fully the body of Christ and the living temple of the Holy Spirit in the world. —James A. Wallace,
C.SS.R. Copyright © 2012, World Library Publications.
