Reflection on Today’s Scripture Readings 
 

 We celebrate the feast of St. Francis of Assisi on the anniversary of his death, which occurred on October 4, 

1226. Perhaps the most beloved of all saints, Francis is quoted as saying, “Preach the gospel at all times. When 

necessary, use words.” Signs of faith were evident throughout his life. Faith empowered him to give away his 

possessions, to embrace lepers, and to endure deep suffering. Faith gave him a joyful spirit and a love for all of creation. 

His faith drew others to Christ in the Franciscan order. And Francis received the ultimate sign of faith—the stigmata. 

 

 In today’s scriptures we see many signs of faith that preach louder than words. Habakkuk shows his faith by his 

urgent plea to God. God tells him that “the just one, because of his faith, shall live” (Habakkuk 2:4). In the second 

reading we hear that faith shows forth in love, self-control, and the strength to bear hardship. In the Gospel Jesus tells the 

disciples that faith can work miracles, but the most reliable sign of faith is a life lived in steadfast service to the Lord.
