  The 2023 Annual Appeal has begun! You should have received in the mail or will receive an invitaƟon from 

Cardinal Tobin to consider making a financial sacrifice to support this year’s Annual Appeal. We are grateful for your generosity and 

we rely on it because it helps support essenƟal ministries and programs of our Archdiocese. Your support to the Annual Appeal 

helps us accomplish across the Archdiocese what we would not be able to do alone. 
 

 Our parish stretch goal is $104,591, which is the same as last year. There are two financial benefits to our parish if we 

achieve this goal.
