Dear Parishioners, 
 
 This weekend the Church observes World Marriage Day. ChrisƟan marriage is made holy by the special 
sacramental bond of Matrimony. Couples are strengthened by God’s grace to face the many challenges of married life, 
and to raise their children in the pracƟce of their Faith. St. John’s is blessed with so many sacramentally married 
couples. On this occasion, I also extend an invitaƟon to couples who have been married civilly but not in the Church to 
explore with one of our priests or deacons the process to possibly celebrate a sacramental marriage in the Church. 
 
Today is also “in‐pew” weekend for the Annual Appeal. If you haven’t already sent your pledge form back to the 
Archdiocese, this will give you an opportunity to see Cardinal Tobin’s video and make your pledge during Mass. Last 
year we went well over our goal, receiving close to $24,000 in rebates plus another $18,000 in assessment reducƟons.
