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A Reflection From Our Pastor

“He spilled the coins of the money changers...and drove them out
of the Temple...”

Our church does not have a currency exchange. There is no
Travelex in the lobby, there is no digital display showing the
current exchange rates between the dollar and other currencies.

When the collection basket goes around today, most of us will
drop in US Dollars. No one would think of dropping in a Euro, or a Yen, or a Pound Sterling.

The Temple of Jesus’ day, however, did have a currency exchange, a version of our Travelex; those
who performed this service were simply called ‘money changers'.

Pilgrims visiting the temple had to exchange their currency for the only money accepted in the
Temple coffers: the temple-minted shekel.

Wherever money is exchanged, there is always a commission, a price to pay. That price can be fair,
or it can be daylight robbery.

Maybe we won't actually exchange money today, but there is a money changer who wants to be
alive and well in each one of us. There are countless transactions, (not necessarily monetary) that
go on each day in our dealings with others. Our use of time, the friends we choose, the opinions
we form, and the conversations we have; our relationships can become virtual business
transactions: ‘I give you this; you owe me that,” ‘I do this for you; so what’s in it for me?’ The
money changer always wants to come out on top, sometimes no matter what the cost.

Let us not be shocked if Jesus enters our temple today and upsets a few tables. If, and only if this
happens, will the company we keep; the time we spend; the opinions we form; the thoughts we
entertain, be not based on self interest, but on a true desire for the good of others.
No matter what the cost to us.

Nuestra iglesia no tiene casa de cambio. No hay un caja de
cambio en el vestibulo, no hay pantalla digital que muestre los
tipos de cambio actuales entre el dolar y otras monedas.

Cuando la canasta de la colecta pasa a nuestro alrededor, la
mayoria de nosotros pondremos doélares americanos. Nadie pensaria en dar en un euro, o un yen, o
una libra esterlina.

En el tiempo de Jesus, el templo, sin embargo, tenia un cambio de moneda, una casa de cambio;
aquellos que realizaban este servicio eran simplemente personas que cambian el dinero.

Los peregrinos que visitaban el templo tenian que cambiar su moneda por dinero aceptado en las
arcas del templo: el shekel acunado en el templo.

Siempre que se intercambia dinero, siempre hay una comision, un precio que fuera justo, o puede
ser un robo a plena luz del dia.

Quizas no cambiemos dinero hoy, pero hay un contable que quiere estar vivo y bien en cada uno de
nosotros. Hay incontables transacciones (no necesariamente monetarias) que ocurren cada dia en
nuestros tratos con los demas. Nuestro uso del tiempo, los amigos que elegimos, las opiniones que
formamos y las conversaciones que tenemos; nuestras relaciones pueden convertirse en
transacciones comerciales virtuales: 'Te doy esto; me debes eso', 'Hago esto por ti; équé gano yo?'
El contable siempre quiere salir ganando, a veces sin importar el costo.

No nos sorprendamos si Jesus entra en nuestro templo hoy y se moleste con algunos de nosotros.
Si esto pasaria con la compafiia que temenos, el tiempo que pasamos; las opiniones que formamos;
nuestros pensamientos que entretenemos, que no sea enfocado en interés personal, pero con
verdadero deseo para ser bien a otros, sin importar a que costo. s h
