There will be no baptisms or
meetings for baptism in March

in observance of Lent.
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Lent begins this this week, March 5th is Ash Wednesday! 
Ashes will be placed on our foreheads, accompanied by the words:

‘Repent, and believe in the Gospel’ or 

‘Remember that you are dust, and unto dust you shall return.’
 
The Early Church did not celebrate Lent. After Christ’s death and
Resurrection, and the descent of the Holy Spirit on the Virgin Mary
and the Apostles at Pentecost, the Church celebrated the event of
Easter.
 
The Apostles experienced the forgiveness of sin, they had been
brought from slavery to freedom, from darkness to light, from death
to life. 

The baptized lived in the glory of the Resurrection, they were witnesses to Christ’s victory over death.
This event was so strong that it meant a complete conversion, a radical cut from their previous life of sin. 

They had received a new nature. 

This new life would lead them to evangelize and to give their lives for the Faith.

We too have been baptized, we too have received the same life- giving Spirit, we profess the same Faith as
the Apostles.
 
Unlike them, we need Lent!
 
The Church calls this time the ‘Joyful season of Lent’.
The joy we can experience in receiving anew the announcement of the Gospel.
There is a great Good News awaiting for all of us.
During this Lent, and in the context of this Jubilee year of Hope, we can receive the Hope and Joy which
can only be found in Christ.
 
To do this we will begin a parish wide catechesis for youth and adults.
We will meet every Monday and Thursday at 8:00pm in the cafeteria of Conlon Hall.
