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A priest I once knew in London, Fr Alan, told me a story of an old lady who came to him and said she
was having visions. Fr. Alan asked her that if  she were to see God, to please ask Him what were Fr.
Alan’s sins - which only he and God could know.
 
The next time Fr. Alan saw the old lady, he asked her if  she had seen God, and if  she had asked him
about his sins. The old lady said she had indeed seen God and she had asked Him about his sins.
However, God told her that He had forgotten all of Fr. Alan’s sins, because he had already confessed
them and received absolution.
 
The woman caught in adultery in today’s Gospel is an image of us all. We are the ones who have been
unfaithful to our Beloved, our true Spouse - Jesus Christ. We have looked for life and love and
gratification in other places, in our idols, our distractions, our whims and fancies.
 
But, as the prophet Isaiah says, “Even though your sins are like scarlet, I will make them white as snow.
(Is.1:18)
 
There is only one condition to receive forgiveness: to give Christ our sins.
When we realize this, we leave here justified, and the words which Jesus spoke to the adulterous woman
are also spoken to us: 
 
“Has no one condemned you?
Neither do I condemn you.
Go, and from now on do not sin any more.”
