I felt ashamed, I didn’t know the name of my Guardian Angel, I had never even thought about it.  “I don’t know”
I replied.
 
“Are you crazy?” the bishop responded, “How can you speak with your Angel if  you don’t know his name?  You
have to give him a name!”
 
That night I opened the Bible by chance and put my finger on the page.  I looked, and ‘Israel’ was the name I had
chosen.
 
Do you speak to your Guardian Angel?  Does your Angel have a name?
 
This Thursday Oct 2nd we celebrate the Guardian Angels.  
 
Belief  in Angels is not a childish thing, but an article of our faith.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church, article
# 336, says :
 
“From its beginning until death, human life is surrounded by the watchful care and intercession of the angels.
Beside each believer stands an angel as protector and shepherd leading him to life. Already here on earth the
Christian life shares by faith in the blessed company of angels…”
