She was born on July 18 1880 at the military base at Avord, France, as
the first child of Captain Joseph Catez and Marie Rolland, andwas
baptized at the camp's chapel four days later. Elisabeth Catez was a
young woman with outstanding beauty, and was a gifted pianist. But
at the age of 21, much to the disappointment of many young men, and
one in particular who adored her, she entered the Discalced Carmelite
Convent in Dijon. We know her as Elizabeth of the Trinity, the name
given her when she entered the convent.

As a child Elizabeth had a terrible temper, but after her First Holy
Communion she became more controlled and developed a relationship
with God in the Persons of the Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
Against her mother’s wishes she entered the Carmel, and died there at
the age of 26.

She knew the secret to holiness, because she experienced God as a
community of Persons.

This Sunday the Church also celebrates what she has experienced of God communicating with us —The
Feast of the Holy Trinity.

This has often been referred to, unfortunately, as the Doctrine of the Trinity. More than a doctrine, the
Trinity is a relationship of persons, a family.

God is not alone, aloof, distanced, other, beyond, an unmoved mover, or somewhere over the rainbow.
God is experienced as Love. This love is very close to us. For this reason we are never alone. The love of
the Father for the Son, and the love which the Son has for the Father. The love they share is itself so real
that it is expressed as a third person, the Holy Spirit. God is a Person with an inner life of love. Every
love implies a LOVER and a BELOVED and a LOVE that unites them. These ‘three loves’ make up the
love which is God. This is holiness.

God does not ask impossible things of us. He is a community of persons. He invites us to share in his
Love, his Holiness.

Holiness is an invitation. For sure this invitation will be made to us today. May it catchus off guard,
shakes our complacency, and pierce our hearts.

	A woman comes to draw water at the well.
	It is burdensome to go to a well, once the novelty wears off.
	As a child we spent a few summer holidays in Ireland, at Delaney’s farm, friends of my parents in Wexford. As small children we would go to the woods each morning with a bucket, which was filled with drinking water from a well, and brought back to the farmhouse.
	At first we thought this was wonderful, but after about three days it soon got old, and none of us wanted to go.  It’s heavy work, and the water doesn’t last long, sometimes needing two or three trips a day, depending how much you can carry, and how much is consumed. The woman in the Gospel goes to the well t midday, perhaps because she had already been at least once before that morning.
	Today we don’t have that problem; our homes have faucets and our water is packaged by Dasani or Poland Spring.  Or so we may think.
	The Gospel asks us “Where do I go to seek refreshment? Which is the well from which I am drawing today?” To draw water is an analogy for seeking life. There can be many wells in our life, places we go to draw water. There is an inner thirst which no faucet or water bottle is able to quench.
	There is the well of health.
	There is the well of ambition, or career, or possessions.
	There is the well of affections, of family, or friends.
	There is the well of sports, of basketball, baseball, volleyball.
	There is the well food, or video games, or TV and the internet.
	All of these wells give water, but none of them are able to satisfy the deepest thirst within.
	Jesus never asks for anything in the Gospel, except once, in the Gospel we hear at Mass today. He asks the woman at the well for a drink.  He will repeat the same words on the Cross: “I thirst.” He asks for a drink of water, but it is he himself who offers living water: “Whoever drinks the water I shall give will never thirst again, the water I give will become a spring of water welling up to eternal life.”
	Jesus thirsts to satisfy the longing of the human heart.
	His thirst is to satisfy the need in that person who, no matter how much they have, or how many friends they are surrounded by, or how successful they become, are lacking something.
	There is a thirst within each of us, and it can only be satisfied by Christ. He invites us to drink the water which only he can provide; we can receive this water in the Catechesis we are doing every Monday and Thursday at 8pm in the cafeteria in Conlon Hall. I invite you to come and listen. This water can become a well within us, a source of life and of peace. It is a well that never runs dry, no matter what happens in our life, whether in school or work, with family or friends, on the ball field or at home.

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	”Poor Lazarus”
	A family I know regularly prayed together on Sundays.  They would sit around their large dining room table - there were ten kids - and the dad would read a Gospel, comment on it, and invite the family to share their experiences.
	This particular day the dad, Frank, a NYC Firefighter and husband of Jean, read the Gospel we hear in Mass today, the resurrection of Lazarus, to the ten children.
	After reading the passage, with all the eyes of the kids upon him, Frank said these words, “Poor Lazarus!” Frank explained that Lazarus had already died, and was on his way to heaven, but he had to come back here!  The grief and tears of Lazarus’ sisters, family and neighbors
	had moved Jesus himself to pity, so he raised Lazarus back from the tomb. Lazarus’ sisters were ecstatic, but how did Lazarus feel about it?
	It wasn’t till some years later, after Frank himself had died in the Twin towers on 9/11, that his words really hit home and made sense to his family. After Jean lost her husband, and the ten children their father, they were wracked with grief. That is until they sat down one Sunday to pray.
	For many months after Frank’s death they were unable to pray. Jean would sit down at the table with the kids, see Frank’s empty chair, and collapse in a ball of tears. But this particular Sunday she gave it another go, and read the Gospel of the day, which happened to be the resurrection of Lazarus. After reading it to the children, her husband Frank’s words came back to her. “Poor Lazarus.” Her grief was lifted, and the family turned a corner. They had been missing their Dad, wishing he were still here, crying that he was no longer with them, but here was this Gospel staring them in the face, and Franks words were in their ears.
	Sure, Jesus raised him from the dead, brought him back, but Lazarus would one day have to face death again.  Why would you want someone to come back if they were already in heaven? If we love someone we want the best for them, not what’s best for us. What’s better than being in heaven? Jean understood, and so did the children.
	A social worker who had been assigned to work with the family after 9/11 noticed a dramatic change, and asked Jean if they were doing anything different. “We began to pray again” was Jeans reply. The social worker was so impressed with the change in attitude of the kids, that she asked Jean if she could teach other grieving families from 9/11 how to pray.
	Jean was herself diagnosed with terminal cancer. She went to the Lord in August of 2012, eleven years after her husband. Before she left I asked her if she was afraid for the children. She stared me in the face, as if I had insulted her, and said ‘No, I am not afraid for them, I know they will be fine, because they have faith, which is the most important thing I can give them.”
	The raising of Lazarus prefigures Jesus’ own death and Resurrection. It prefigures our death and Resurrection!  Our faith, our Christianity, our Catholicism, is based on an  encounter with a living person: Christ  crucified and Risen. This encounter happens now, this side of the grave. Death is swallowed up in victory! O death where is your victory! There is no grief, no heartache, no loss, no suffering, no anguish which the Resurrection has not already overcome. Do we truly experience this?
	The Resurrection of Christ is not celebrated as a memorial or a thing of the past, but as something that is present and happening today among us. We can draw strength from today’s Gospel, as we advance towards Palm Sunday, Holy Week, and the great celebration of the Easter Triduum, where the Resurrection of Christ awaits us.

	Holy Week begins for us today with the celebration of Palm Sunday. Jesus enters triumphantly into Jerusalem, as great crowds spread their cloaks on the road, while others were cutting branches from trees and spreading them in his path.
	But he knows that within just a few short days the cries of “Hosanna” will turn to shouts of “Crucify him!” He is not fooled by the adoration and the acclamation of the multitude. In fact, he does not enter the city as the king they are acclaiming him to be, but rather on a colt, a humble donkey.
	The colt, the Gospel tells us, is tied up. Jesus sends his disciples to untie it, and bring it to him. They do not ask permission of the owner, they do as they are told: “And if anyone asks you what you are doing, tell them ‘The Master needs it’.”
	This colt is an image of each one of us.
	Our shackles can take many forms: fears, anxieties, neuroses, old hurts, disappointments, uncertainties, and doubts.
	They can take the form of second-guessing oneself,
	The niggling feeling that something is missing in life,
	A false bravado, putting on a brave face, a stiff upper lip,
	When the truth is far different.
	We have been bound in Adam, bound by the shackles of sin. These bonds impede us from moving towards Jerusalem, towards Calvary, towards the Cross. One who has not been untied will never be able to move in such a direction. On the contrary, the opposite is true: they will always flee from the Cross.
	But there is one who is able to untie us.  In doing so he will enter Jerusalem, and go to Calvary, reversing the direction in which humanity is traveling.
	The main way we are untied is by the forgiveness of our sins. For this reason there will be the opportunity to go to Confession this coming Tuesday of Holy Week, April 4th. The priests of the parish will be available in the church from 7:00 - 9:00pm for the Sacrament of Confession.
	Holy Week opens a road, a way, for us to experience the Paschal Triduum.
	Christ comes to untie each of us, and invites us to accompany him to the upper room and the Last Supper on Holy Thursday, to Calvary and the crucifixion on Good Friday, to the Easter Vigil of Holy Saturday and the Resurrection of Easter Sunday. We will live these events not as historic re-enactments, but as sacramental realities in which God comes to do in us that which we are unable to do for ourselves.
	Being untied by Him, we can celebrate the Institution of The Eucharist and the ministerial priesthood on Holy Thursday, we can kiss our Cross on Good Friday, and thank God for it. We will do this because the Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday await us, the Resurrection of Christ.

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	Happy Easter! Maligayang Pasko ng Pagkabuhay! Felices Pascuas! Buona Pasqua! Alleluia Alleluia. I welcome all of you to St. John’s as we celebrate this event of Christ’s Resurrection and victory over death.
	On March 21, 2017 a Greek team announced the completion of the restoration of the tomb of Jesus, a project which took nearly a year to complete.
	The work was led by the National Technical University of Athens, and the restoration team removed hundreds of years of candle soot, as well as marble slabs encasing the stone bench where Jesus' body was placed after his crucifixion and death. The cave where Jesus was buried lies beneath a shrine called the Edicule, which itself is located within the Church of the Holy Sepulcher, in the Christian Quarter of Jerusalem’s Old City.
	I first visited this shrine in the year 2000. I had accompanied a group of 100 youth from NJ, and after celebrating Mass with the Pope Saint John Paul II in Galilee, we travelled south to Jerusalem, to pray at the Holy Sepulcher.
	We waited on line for hours, slowing inching our way forward amidst the throngs of people, weaving our way around the stone columns of the church, towards the entrance of the cave where Jesus was buried.
	On finally arriving to the entrance to the Edicule, one has to bend down to pass through the low entrance, and finally, there it is! A stone slab! There is nothing else there!
	The place is not a “tomb.” It is not a cemetery. It is not a place to pay respect for the dead! A dead body did once lay on that stone slab, but it is not there now.
	Each one of us has come to the empty tomb today. We are here on Easter Sunday morning because the body of that dead man, Jesus of Nazareth, that once lay on that slab, is Risen.
	It is not enough to see a dead man come back to life! Lazarus was raised from the dead, and that didn’t change anyone!
	The women who went to the tomb on that first Easter morning, and the Disciples to whom Jesus then appeared, were not changed because they saw Jesus Risen.
	What changed their lives, and changed the course of human history, is the fact that this man who had died and is Risen is in fact God himself.
	God, who did not create death, but life, has entered into death, and overcome it. Jesus Christ, true God and true man, makes a new creation. We have, through him, access to Eternal Life.
	The disciples would believe, as we believe, not because they saw, but because they themselves became partakers of His Resurrection. We too, this morning, are invited to experience the Resurrection of Christ within us. There is no suffering, no anguish, no grief, no loss, no misfortune, no sin, no sadness, darkness or doubt, that has not been overcome by Christ Risen. He Rose from death for us, fallen humanity, that we can truly experience that God is with us always, that we can trust completely in Him. Through Christ alive here with us, we can experience the Love of God and abandon ourselves to Him in everything that happens in our life.
	Christ is Risen, Alleluia!
	Christ stands at the right hand of the Father, interceding for each one of us, no matter who we are. God loves you.   We do not need to go to the Holy Sepulcher to experience this. The Good News of the Resurrection comes to meet us here today in Bergenfield. Happy Easter!

	Of all the Catholic saints and theologians who have written about the merciful love of God, none has done so with more public and universal impact than Pope Saint John Paul II.
	In 1993 he beatified Sister Faustina, stating in his homily: "Her mission continues and is yielding astonishing fruit. It is truly marvelous how her devotion to the merciful Jesus is spreading in our contemporary world, and gaining so many human hearts!"
	In 2000 he canonized Sr. Faustina - making her the first canonized saint of the new millennium - and established "Divine Mercy Sunday" as a special title for the Octave Sunday of Easter for the universal Church.
	In Lagiewniki, Poland in 2002, at the new Shrine of the Divine Mercy, the Holy Father consecrated the whole world to The Divine Mercy, saying: "I do so with the burning desire that the message of God's merciful love, proclaimed here through St. Faustina, may be made known to all the peoples of the earth, and fill their hearts with hope."
	Providence decided that Pope Saint John Paul II should die on the eve of that day Divine Mercy Sunday. Indeed, just before his death, Pope John Paul II received the Holy Communion of the anticipated Mass for Divine Mercy Sunday.
	What many people do not realize, however, is that Pope John Paul's interest in St. Faustina and the message of Divine Mercy stretches back to the days of his youth.  As a young college student in Krakow, he witnessed the horrors of World War II in occupied Poland. He saw many people rounded up and sent to concentration camps and slave labor. In his hometown of Wadowice, he had many friends of the Jewish faith who perished in the Holocaust. Death and danger surrounded the young Wojtyla. He experienced the need for God's mercy and humanity's need to be merciful to one another.
	It was during this horrible period in human history that the young Karol Wojtyla decided to enter Cardinal Sapieha's clandestine seminary in Krakow. This decision further jeopardized his life, for he could be executed [by the Nazis] if caught. It was also during this time that another seminarian, Andrew Deskur, introduced Karol to the message of the Divine Mercy, as revealed to the mystic nun, now St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, the great suffering soul, who died at the age of 33 in 1938. St. Faustina wrote a diary entitled 'Divine Mercy in My Soul' in which she recorded the revelations given to her by Jesus about the greatness of God's mercy. The message of God's mercy, as recorded by Sister Faustina, would be a beacon of light and hope for the people of Poland during this dark time in their history.
	"In his years as a young priest, and later as Bishop and Archbishop of Krakow (now under the oppression of a Communist regime), Karol Wojtyla would reflect and meditate upon the message of God's mercy. He would often visit the convent in Lagiewniki where Sister Faustina was buried for private times of prayer, and to lead the Sisters in reflective retreats.
	This Sunday April 12th, Divine Mercy Sunday, we will have Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament at 3:00pm, followed by the Divine Mercy Chaplet.
	We can touch the wounds of Christ at Mass today, and also at the Divine Mercy Chaplet.  It is in the wounds of Christ that we find evidence of his Resurrection.  Christ is Risen!  He is Truly Risen, Alleluia!

	‘And it happened that, while he was with them at table, he took the bread, said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them.  With that their eyes were opened and they recognised him, but he vanished from their sight.  Then they said to each other, ‘Were not our hearts burning within us when he spoke to us on the way and opened the Scriptures to us?’  (Lk. 24: 30-32)
	The disciples did not recognise the Risen Christ on the road to Emmaus.  They walked with him for seven whole miles, from Jerusalem to Emmaus, but failed to realize who he was.  How is that possible?
	They only recognize him at the breaking of the bread.  The breaking of the bread is a clearer manifestation of his presence to them than their actually conversing with him in the flesh.
	The same will happen for us here at Mass this weekend. Jesus Christ walks with us along the journey of life, and converses with us every day, but most of the time we,  like the disciples of Emmaus, fail to recognize him. The celebration of the Mass, of the Eucharist, is the place where we can truly encounter him.
	Jesus ‘took the bread.’ The verb ‘to take’ is significant in the Gospel. The bread was not ‘given’ to him, or ‘shared’ with him! He ‘took’ it. Just as, at the Last Supper, he ‘took’ the cup. The bread which he takes is that of the Paschal Seder, called the ‘Afikoman.’ This unleavened bread is broken by the head of the household at the beginning of the Seder, and one half of it is wrapped in a white napkin and hidden, buried. This hidden bread will then be brought back (to life) at the end of the meal, and consumed. The Afikoman represents the Paschal Lamb, the lamb which was slaughtered by each family in Egypt, and whose blood was placed on the door posts of their house, making the Angel of Death ‘passover’ them, saving them from destruction.
	For us, this bread is no longer a representation of the Paschal lamb, it is Christ himself. “He took the bread, broke it, gave it to his disciples saying, ‘Take this all of you and eat it, this is my body which will be given up for you.”  Jesus takes upon himself the sins of the world.  Jesus is the lamb who was slaughtered, buried, and then brought back to life on the third day. When we eat this bread, we partake of the death of Jesus, so that his Resurrection may also be experienced by us.
	The disciples on the road to Emmaus experienced this Paschal Mystery, the presence of Christ. We too will experience it in our liturgy today.

	‘Amen, amen, I say to  you, whoever does not enter a sheepfold through the gate but climbs over elsewhere is a thief and a robber. I am the gate for the sheep.  Whoever enters through me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture.”
	Where I come from, in South Wales, there are sheep dotted all over the hillsides.  But growing up in the city, I was unfamiliar with the practices of shepherding, and what it entailed to be a shepherd.
	It was not until I went  on a hiking trip to the island of Corsica that I learned what Jesus meant when he said ‘I am the gate for the sheep.’  In the mountains of Corsica there are sheep pens, formed of large circles of dry stone walls, with openings for the sheep to go in and out, but no door. A local hiker explained that the shepherd herds the sheep into the pen at night, and then lays across the opening,
	The sheep can only go in and out through the shepherd, who is the door!
	We, as the church, are the flock of Christ.  We can either enter the sheepfold through the gate, or climb over elsewhere.
	Think about it, everyday, in every conversation we have, in every interaction with others, in every decision or choice we make, we either enter through Christ or climb over some other way.
	Those who ‘climb over some other way’ think they know best, they take matters into their own hands, they cannot be bothered, and they look for the easy way out.  It is, in other words, the way of pride and arrogance.
	To enter through the gate, however, is the path of the meek, the obedient, those who allow themselves to be led by the shepherd.
	Psalm 121 says ‘The Lord is your guardian, he neither sleeps nor slumbers, ...by day the sun will not smite you, nor the moon by night, he guards you from all harm, he guards your life.”  These words are experienced as reality for those who enter through Christ, the shepherd and the door.

	“If you love me, you will keep my commandments.” (Jn 14:15)
	What are the commandments of Jesus? ‘Does he mean the Ten Commandments?’ I asked myself upon reading today’s Gospel.  I came across an author called Paul Ellis who had also asked himself the same thing, I share some of his thoughts here: A legalist reads this backwards: “You will keep my commandments if you love me.” In other words, we must prove our love for God by doing what He commands.
	But keeping His commands is a by-product of love.  To give an example, there are many laws governing the responsibilities of fathers in situations of domestic violence. Break any of these laws and you might go to jail or have your kids taken away. It’s a serious business. But to be honest, I couldn’t tell you what these laws are. I’ve never read them. Yet I can confidently declare that most of the Dads I know are keeping every one of these laws. How do I know? Because they love their kids. They don’t keep the laws to show the authorities that they love their kids, and they don’t relate to their children on the basis of these laws. They relate to them on the basis of love and keeping the
	laws of the land flows naturally from that love relationship. They know the laws serve a good purpose, but they weren’t written for them. They were written for fathers who don’t love their kids.
	Contrary to what the legalist may tell you, keeping the laws to earn what God freely offers is a surefire sign that you don’t know the love of God. A legalist reads the words of Jesus above and sees a threat. Do the commandments or else! But love makes no threats.
	So what are the commands of Jesus?
	In today’s Gospel (John 14:15) Jesus is referring to two specific commands, the first is “A new command I give you: Love one another as  I have loved you….” (Jn 13:34)
	And the second: “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me… Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles themselves” (Jn 14:1,11)
	How can we be certain that these are His commandments? Because John – who was there when Jesus spoke these words – says so in one of his letters: “And this is His command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as He commanded us.” (1 Jn 3:23)
	What does it mean to keep His commands?  Put it altogether and Jesus is saying this: “If you love me, you will love one another as I have loved you and your faith in me will lead to miracles like I have been doing and greater miracles still.”
	Jesus’ first commandment is pretty much humanly impossible to keep, while the second commandment is definitely impossible. Impossible for the legalist, that is; but not for the one who is in love.
	The great news is that it is Christ who has loved us, even when we were sinners. Knowing, experiencing this love is the only thing that makes it possible for us to love him, and to love others in the same way. May each of us continue to grow in the experience of his love, and may we, as a result, experience the possibility of loving others exactly as they are.

	A few years ago, in my capacity as a Police Chaplain, I attended a three day course at the Bergen County Police Academy. The course was for active duty Police Officers, there were thirty of them from different Police Departments on the course.
	One exercise asked the Police Officers to write a letter to someone who had been an important positive influence in their life. The letter was to express gratitude to this person, saying how they had made a difference in that Officers life. A few minutes silence passed while everyone wrote their letters.
	The instructor then asked for a volunteer to share who it was they wrote to.  Awkward silence in the room. Then a few piped
	up, sharing the names of the people they had written to, and why.
	We were then asked for a volunteer to actually call the person they had written to, and read them the letter over the phone.  There followed an even longer, more awkward silence! – Not an easy ask for a room full of Cops! But one volunteered. He had written his letter to his Mom. To the amazement, chuckles and joy of the rest of the cops in the room, he proceeded make the call to his mother!
	I think he was praying she wouldn’t pick up, but she did, and he put the call on speakerphone for all of us in the room to hear….
	Cop: ‘Hi Mom, it’s me...’ Mom: ‘Oh hi sweetie, how are you?....’
	He told his Mom where he was, and that as part of a training excessive he had been asked to write a letter of gratitude to a person he was thankful for, and that he was calling because he had written to her, and that the she was on speaker phone in a room full of Cops.
	She said ‘OK’. Her son then read his letter to her, as we all listened in silence. When he finished reading, his Mom said:
	‘O honey, that’s so sweet, I don’t know what to say, you made my day...’
	The room erupted in applause, with loud whoops and high fives, and everyone shouting to the speaker: ‘I love you Mom!’
	That event changed the whole mood for the rest of the afternoon.
	Each of us have a letter to write, or a phone call to make, or a conversation to have with our Mom. She will listen to us….. either in person, or on the phone, or from Heaven. Our Moms deserve to hear our gratitude. Expressing our gratitude to them also changes who we are. If that is true of our mothers, who gave us earthly life, how much more true is it of Jesus Christ, who is Risen from the dead, and gives us Eternal Life.

	THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD

	The Solemnity of the Ascension is possibly the most forgotten of the great feasts of the Lord. Why? In part because, unlike all the other feasts of the same rank, it never falls on Sunday. Forty days after Easter is always a Thursday, and midweek services during the Paschal season are not very popular.
	Evidence of this is the fact that we are celebrating today, on a Sunday, and not on Ascension Thursday - a decision made by practically every diocese, perhaps in the hope that more people would actually attend Mass on this Solemnity.
	While Catholics in Massachusetts, Connecticut, Nebraska, Pennsylvania, and New York celebrated on Thursday - a “holy day of obligation,” the rest of the U.S. iscelebrating the Ascension today, on a Sunday.
	Yet, every time we say the Creed we profess our believe in the Ascension: “…He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of the Father.”
	The Ascension is not only a feast commemorating a past event, it’s also a realityprofessed by all the baptized. This is made explicit in the Creed, and in that text it is coupled with an earlier phrase: “He came down from heaven … and became man.”
	As God, he descended from heaven and took on human nature, and as Man, he ascended to his Father and sat down next to him, as we hear in today’s Scripture:
	“You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” When he had said this, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight.”
	“Men of Galilee, why are you standing there looking at the sky? This Jesus who has been taken up from you into heaven will return in the same way as you have seen him going into heaven.”
	The Desert Fathers and Mothers, whose wisdom is collected in the Apophthegmata Patrum, (the Sayings of the Desert Fathers), see the Ascension of Christ as a call to inward, spiritual ascent and as a mystery of humanity being brought into the divine presence.
	The Ascenscion celebrates the fact that our human nature is already, in Christ, united with the Father. Where the head is, there also is the body. Rather than a physical departure, the Desert Fathers point us to a transformation of the heart that allows for constant communion with God - ‘I will be with you always.’
	Christ is not absent from us, but can now be more fully present to us. We can experience this ourselves by making what the Desert Fathers called theInner Ascent.
	As Christ descended from Heaven, and took flesh, and he then Ascended to the Father, we can Descend into our heart, where Christ dwells, and experience communion with the Father.
	The Ascension announces to us the joy that heaven is already present for us while we are still on earth.

	There are seven gifts of the Holy Spirit.  Can you name them?  They are not special gifts given to some very special people. No. They are "ordinary" gifts that are given to every Christian, to you and to me. The Church believes that these seven gifts were "infused" into each one of us when we were baptized.  They are not "special" because they are essential if we are to live a true Christian life. Today, the Feast of Pentecost, these gifts can be renewed within us. Have they grown in you? Have they grown in me? Are these gifts bearing rich fruit in our lives? WISDOM: is linked to Fear of the Lord, this gift helps us to know what comes from God, and what does not come from God. Wisdom is necessary to understand our lives, and to evaluate our thoughts and desires and feelings. Without wisdom we can get into a fine mess. Wisdom allows us to discern a vocation, to choose a career, to decide who to marry, to know what to do in our retirement.  Without wisdom we will certainly make the wrong decisions. UNDERSTANDING: gives an intuitive grasp of the truths revealed by God. Without this gift many dogmas of the Church, such as the Trinity, the Virgin Birth, the Real Presence of Christ in the Mass, may just baffle us. But with this gift, you don't need to be a theologian to understand what we believe.
	KNOWLEDGE: helps us to grasp quickly the true value of created things, and their relationship to God. Without this kind of knowledge we can easily turn things like money, possessions, career, power, sex, health, into "idols" and false gods. And this can create havoc in our lives. COUNSEL: enables us to bring the gift of knowledge to bear on all the concrete and personal decisions we have to make; decisions about how we conduct our relationships, use our sexuality, live our marriage; how many children we should have, how to bring them up, what to do with our money. ..etc. PIETY: this gift perfects justice, because it moves us to help people out of love and reverence for God. Without Piety we are in danger of loving for selfish reasons, and helping others just to quieten our conscience, or to give money to the poor just to get them off our doorstep. FORTITUDE: produces supernatural strength in us, so that facing dangers, problems, temptations, difficult responsibilities, we stand firm, when by nature we would give in, or run away, or quit our marriage, or abandon our priesthood, or pack-in our job... FEAR OF THE LORD: does not mean being afraid of God, but fearing that he lift his hand from our head, that he abandon us to our own desires and fancies.  This gift produces in us such a love, reverence and respect for God, that it curbs our desire for an easy life, our thirst for fame, power and success, our lust for pleasure, and helps to free us from selfish and lazy ways, from addictions and bad habits.  Fear of the Lord comes from knowing one’s own weakness, and experiencing God’s mercy there. These seven gifts are not special graces given to special people. They are the ordinary gifts of the Holy Spirit, because without them, it is impossible to live a true Christian life: whatever our vocation. Imagine a parent or a grand-parent today, without WISDOM. What a disaster! Or a Catholic trying to live their faith, or explain it to others, or to catechize or evangelize, without UNDERSTANDING! Imagine high school or college students, living in the fast lane, without KNOWLEDGE. Where will they end up morally or sexually? Or imagine married couples trying to raise a family without the gift of COUNSEL. God help them, and God help their children! Imagine a priest in a busy parish, without PIETY. Pity his parishioners. Pity the poor people who call at his door! And can any school teacher today survive without FORTITUDE? I doubt it. And imagine you or me trying to live generous and loving lives without FEAR OF THE LORD! Impossible! That is why the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit are not important. They are essential. May they grow within each one of us through the grace of the Holy Spirit.

	She was born on July 18 1880 at the military base at Avord, France, as the first child of Captain Joseph Catez and Marie Rolland, andwas baptized at the camp's chapel four days later. Elisabeth Catez was a young woman with outstanding beauty, and was a gifted pianist. But at the age of 21, much to the disappointment of many young men, and one in particular who adored her, she entered the Discalced Carmelite Convent in Dijon. We know her as Elizabeth of the Trinity, the name given her when she entered the convent.
	As a child Elizabeth had a terrible temper, but after her First Holy Communion she became more controlled and developed a relationship with God in the Persons of the Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Against her mother’s wishes she entered the Carmel, and died there at the age of 26.
	She knew the secret to holiness, because she experienced God as a community of Persons.​
	This Sunday the Church also celebrates what she has experienced of God communicating with us –The Feast of the Holy Trinity.
	This has often been referred to, unfortunately, as the Doctrine of the Trinity. More than a doctrine, the Trinity is a relationship of persons, a family.
	God is not alone, aloof, distanced, other, beyond, an unmoved mover, or somewhere over the rainbow. God is experienced as Love. This love is very close to us. For this reason we are never alone. The love of the Father for the Son, and the love which the Son has for the Father. The love they share is itself so real that it is expressed as a third person, the Holy Spirit. God is a Person with an inner life of love. Every love implies a LOVER and a BELOVED and a LOVE that unites them. These ‘three loves’ make up the love which is God. This is holiness.
	God does not ask impossible things of us. He is a community of persons. He invites us to share in his Love, his Holiness.
	Holiness is an invitation. For sure this invitation will be made to us today. May it catchus off guard, shakes our complacency, and pierce our hearts.
